 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Resolution Seeking to Promote Increased and Safe 

Cycling in West Hartford

WHEREAS, the Town of West Hartford seeks to promote safe and increased cycling in its community for recreation and transportation.

WHEREAS, in today’s society, few issues are more pressing than reducing our nation’s dependence on crude oil through the operation of motor vehicles, fostering a healthy lifestyle through exercise, and reducing traffic congestion and the consequent air pollution that it causes,

WHEREAS, the Town of West Hartford is committed to a clean energy program that will improve public health;

WHEREAS, neighboring cities and Towns, such as Hartford and Glastonbury, and the State of Connecticut, are adopting resolutions, forming task forces, allocating funds, and developing programs to make their respective communities more “bike friendly.”  In the surrounding towns, bike lanes are being painted onto the existing roadways, “share the road” signage and bike racks are being purchased and placed in strategic locations, bike trials are being designed and built, and the public is being educated about the bike safety issues and the benefits of cycling; 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Council appoint a task force consisting of five members to develop a master plan  or study to make specific recommendations as to how the Town of West Hartford can best promote safe and increased cycling in the town.  The task force will hold regularly scheduled public meetings and issue its recommendations to the Town Council within ninety (90) days.
